This Code of Conduct sets out the professional standards and responsibilities expected of all dance teachers. It ensures that teaching is carried out safely, respectfully, and to the highest standard of professionalism and care.

· Act as a positive role model, demonstrating integrity, fairness, and respect for all students.

· Plan and deliver lessons that are inclusive, age-appropriate, and suited to the abilities and developmental stages of learners.

· Maintain professional boundaries at all times avoiding favoritism, inappropriate familiarity, or any behaviour that could be misinterpreted.

· Keep accurate attendance, progress, and incident records.

· Continue to develop professional knowledge and skills to ensure safe and effective teaching.

· Ensure the dance space is clean, safe, and suitable for physical activity.

· Carry out checks of the floor, ventilation, lighting, and temperature before sessions.

· Provide suitable warm-up and cool-down activities to reduce risk of injury.

· Allow appropriate rest and hydration breaks.

· Report and record all accidents, injuries, or near misses promptly.




· Ensure that all equipment and props are safe and appropriate for use.

· Place the welfare and safety of all students above all other considerations.

· Be alert to signs of distress, neglect, or abuse, and take appropriate action if concerned.

· Avoid being alone with a student in an isolated or unmonitored area wherever possible.

· Use only appropriate physical contact when essential for teaching or correction, and always explain the purpose clearly.

· Obtain parental consent for physical contact where students are under 18.

· Encourage a supportive environment where students feel safe to express concerns.



Privacy and Confidentiality
· Keep all personal and sensitive information about students and families strictly confidential.

· Do not share photographs, videos, or identifying details of students without explicit written consent.

· Avoid discussing students or parents on social media or in public settings.

· Keep all records and contact details secure and accessible only to authorised individuals.

· Hold a valid and up-to-date First Aid qualification.

· Be familiar with the location and use of first aid equipment.

· Be aware of any medical conditions, allergies, or injuries among students.

· Record any accidents or injuries accurately and promptly.

· Contact emergency services immediately if a serious incident occurs.

· Promote a respectful, inclusive learning environment.

· Encourage critical thinking and open discussion without discrimination or intolerance.

· Model and promote values of respect, empathy, fairness, and personal responsibility.

· Celebrate diversity and encourage understanding among students.

· Never use inappropriate, offensive, or suggestive language.
